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After Adam and Eve sinned in the garden, all men were put into one category.  The Bible declares, “For there is no difference for all have sinned and come short of the glory of God.”  Romans 3:23  Here God sees mankind as sinners.


From the human viewpoint, people are divided into two categories, these are male and female, adult and child, rich and poor, good and bad, big and little, saved and lost, etc.  Jesus spoke of the broad way and the narrow way.


After the cross and the resurrection the Bible labels people in three ways.  We are either the natural man (I Cor. 2:14), the spiritual man or the carnal man (I Cor. 3:1).


Later the Apostle Paul divides us again into four categories.  He speaks of the “Gold, silver, wood, and earth vessels of honor and vessels of dishonor.  (II Timothy 2:20)


The gold are committed Christians who are all out for the Lord.  The silver are humanized Christians who have been neutralized by their humanistic exposure and secularism.  The wood people are christianized humanist, they have been taught morals and ethics and are decent law binding citizens that make good neighbors, but they are lost and will never see heaven.  The earth crowd are committed humanists who campaign for the rights of homosexual, women having abortions, the mother earth people, the protectors of the snail darters and the spotted owl, etc.


We would all do well to examine ourselves to see what category we fall into.
