LESSON NINE

GETTING CONVERTS INTO CHURCH
1.  Read Psalm 126:4-6 and Ephesians 6:19-20 and claim those promises.

2.  Obey the details of those verses:  
a.  going

b.  weeping
c.  right seed
d.  certainty 
3.  Set aside a certain day of soul winning every week.

4.  Set a goal of giving the Gospel, completely, to someone every time you go soul winning.
5.  Set a goal of seeing someone saved every time you go soul winning.
6.  Set a goal of seeing someone visit the church, weekly, as a result your labors.
7.  Pray for the Holy Spirit’s leadership, guidance and direction.
8.  If the lost do not want to be saved, then I move on to the next person, looking for the one who wants to be saved.  If the saved do not want to go to church, then I move on to the next saved person who wants to come to church.  Let the people qualify and disqualify themselves.  I will not stand and argue with someone just so I can sharpen my sword (that is done through personal devotions)!  I go soul winning with the attitude that I am trying to find a “prepared” heart that God has ready to hear the Gospel.
9.  Go believing that your path will cross the path of someone who wants to be saved.
10.  Realize that God is more concerned about them being saved than you’ll ever be.
11.  Realize that Jesus does the saving and not you.
12.  Realize that your part is present Christ to an individual and guide (not force) them to make the right decision!
13.  Go person to person, not door to door.
14.  Contact your converts Saturday afternoon or evening about attending the next day’s service.
15.  Pray fervently for them to come.
16.  Go by early Sunday morning and wake up the converts without giving them an opportunity to give an excuse why they cannot come.
17.  While going early on Sunday morning to wake your converts up, be on the look out for people walking the streets to witness to.
18.  Pick up your converts for Sunday service.  If they have a car, still go by for the visit, just have them follow you in to church.
19.  Make a list each week of the ones who were saved, but didn’t come.  This is called “loading the wagon.”  If you consistently “load the wagon,” you will get people down the aisle by sheer virtue of the numbers.
20.  Visit the convert/interested person EVERY week until they tell you to “get lost”.   Ensure that the right attitude is displayed if they do tell you to “get lost”.
21.  Let the lost and the saved tell you what they want!  If they want salvation, then lead them to Christ.  If they want baptism, talk to them and ensure there is understanding.  Don’t just talk people into the “tank” just for the sake of numbers.
