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I. If  Pastor Beaver is doing the Ceremony at Victory

· 
At least 40 hours of Pre-marital Work 

All music and the ceremony, as well as the fellowship hall is used will be of a Christian Nature  

“This is a church, which is God’s house; everything needs to be to the glory of God”

Pastor Beaver will make the judgment calls!

Some things but not limited to: would be not appropriate for God’s House 

· Rock music, hip hop, and or country music 

· Provocative and sensual dress 

· Alcoholic beverages of any kind 

II. If the Church is used for the ceremony,  but Pastor Beaver is not doing the ceremony
Must be approved by the Pastor 
All music and the ceremony will be of a Christian Nature  

“This is a church, which is God’s house; everything needs to be to the glory of God”

List of general guidelines 

· Must be a doctrinally correct preacher 

· No rock music, hip hop, pop music and or country music 

· No Alcoholic beverages of any kind 

III. Cost 

· Free for active, attending member 

Provided that they do the cleanup 

· Non Active Members or people outside of the church 

$250.00 for the use of the building 

$150.00 cleanup deposit 

Marriage is a God Ordained Commitment, though those who do not know the Lord also make this same commitment. However, this is a Christian ceremony, and being a man of God, all Rules and Guidelines are taken from the Bible and the Bible governs all things pertaining marriage. 

General Principles:

I. Between one man and one women  (Mark 10:7)

II. The couple must be Christians (Not unequally Yoked)

Mixed marriage: between Christians and non-Christians  

2 Corinthians 6:14  Be ye not unequally yoked together with unbelievers: for what fellowship hath righteousness with unrighteousness? and what communion hath light with darkness?

· If you are not a Christian, you should still get married; my prayer is that you will saved and start off marriage on a good foot. I will do the wedding if the two of you are not saved, but note all you pre-marital counseling and ceremony will be heavy in Biblical principles 
III. Marriage is a Lifetime Commitment 

Mark 10:5-10  And Jesus answered and said unto them, For the hardness of your heart he wrote you this precept. But from the beginning of the creation God made them male and female. For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and cleave to his wife; And they twain shall be one flesh: so then they are no more twain, but one flesh. What therefore God hath joined together, let not man put asunder. And in the house his disciples asked him again of the same matter.

Also Mark 10:5-10  
Note: This is not exhaustive!

Final General Notes  Marriage is honorable for all, but the intent of  this is for those who are Christians, who want a Christian marriage. This is the Bible way, if you don’t want to adhere to the requirements of the Bible then that is your choice. I would still encourage you to get married. There are many marriage chapels as well as vacations, and justices of the peace.
